Jose Luis came to the unit and I talked to him and told him that I had talked to
Roberto the contractor and that 1 was un happy with the work they were doing. He said if they couldn”t do the work they
could be replaced. Unit 43-178 had too many trees left they were 5°s instead of 4’s and 3’s so Jose Luis the superintendent
told Antonio totake them back by and fix it. I went with them and it was fixed. They left.
