Shuttle service is available from downtown
Sacramento, with parking in nearby facilities.
Parking for 3,000 vehicles near Raley Field is
designated for various uses:
Lot A: Disabled, suite holders and
corporate sponsors
Lots C, D, F: Season
ticket holders,
usable for general
public if not filled
Lots G, H: Non-reserved,
general public parking
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Raley Field packs lots of features into a small space. It seats 11,092 people, with an additional 3,000 in the lawn seating areas.
The lawn seating areas are a great place to spread out a blanket and offer a great view of both bullpens.

There is also an additional 250 seat spot in the right field barbecue area. This group-party area offers �elevated seating for great
views of the action as well as an all-you-can-eat barbecue buffet.

The clubhouses are located at the
back of the field intead of behind the
dugouts. What this means is that the
players then walk across the field to
their respective dugouts, giving fans
a more personal look at the teams.
