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California Legislature surrendering to drug lords in Mexico

Decimation of state’s narcotic Special Agents a major blow to inter-governmental task forces

  

California’s sole contribution in the battle against the drug lords in Mexico is about to be axed by the state legislature, the Association of Special Agents-California Department of Justice warned today in launching a public awareness campaign

Little known to the public, but highly regarded by law enforcement agencies at every level of government, these California Department of Justice Special Agents are the most highly trained, elite police force in all of California, and so valued by the FBI, DEA, ICE, Customs, and Border Patrol that these agencies will cross-swear DOJ Special Agents into federal service when they need help.

Caught in the crosshairs of elimination are the Special Agents with the department’s Bureau of Narcotic Enforcement (BNE) who also serve as the coordinators for multi-agency Task Forces throughout California. Being under the common umbrella of BNE-administered task forces eliminates inter-jurisdictional squabbling and improves the efficiency of catching criminals foreign and domestic.

BNE Special Agents operate 51 state task forces dedicated to keeping the drug cartels in Mexico from invading California.
