SEIU workers make final election push 

300 volunteers walk, phone for Assembly candidate Huber

Where: Walking teams gather at 1725 23rd Street, Sacramento (R and 24th Streets; near 23rd Street light rail) 

When: Teams meet at 11:30 a.m. on Monday and Election Day

About 200 volunteers from SEIU Local 1000 and six other unions hit the streets Sunday in support of Assembly candidate Alyson Huber, a Democrat running for an open seat in Assembly District 10.

The workers are part of a massive get-out-the-vote effort by labor unions on behalf of Huber, who is trying to succeed termed-out Republican Alan Nakanishi in a very close race. The district is historically Republican but Democratic registration has surged in the past two years. Union members are going to door to door in parts of Sacramento, Stockton, Lodi, Elk Grove, Carmichael and other communities near Sacramento to make sure Huber supporters vote on Tuesday, and to persuade any undecided voters who might consider backing her.

“We are supporting candidates who support the services that Californians demand and expect,” said Local 1000 President Yvonne Walker who walked precincts on Sunday afternoon. 

SEIU Local 1000, which represents 95,000 state employees, was the largest union with volunteers working for Huber’s election this weekend. Joining Local 1000 were members of SEIU United Healthcare Workers – West, which represents employees at Kaiser and other hospitals. Other union volunteers involved in the effort included the International Brotherhood of Teamsters Local 150, as well as the machinists, hotel workers from Unite Here, electrical workers and longshoremen.  Lt. Gov. John Garamendi also walked precincts on behalf of Huber on Sunday. 

Sunday’s effort followed a soggy Saturday in which 114 members of SEIU Local 1000 members and other union walked in support of Huber in steady pouring rain. Hundreds of labor volunteers have been working weeknights and weekends in support of Huber for the past month.  

The labor campaign in support of Huber is independent from her campaign organization.
