to state building over governor’s pay cut plan

Caltrans employees and other state workers in SEIU Local 1000 will protest Governor Schwarzenegger’s ill-advised and illegal effort to use state employees as pawns in his budget game with the Legislature. In July, the governor signed an executive order slashing our salaries to minimum wage and laying off thousands of workers.  So far that order has not taken effect because of resistance by SEIU and state Controller John Chiang. But the governor has still failed to pass a budget that keeps California in business.  

We’re calling on the governor and legislators to stop playing political games and get to work.
